Those words from President Truman capture not only the spirit that built our nation, but
the spirit that builds communities. When the Roswell Rotary Club was founded on April
18, 1951, America itself was only 175 years old and entering a new era of growth and
possibility. Harry S Truman was President and the men who formed our club shared the
courage and imagination Truman spoke about. They saw needs in their community and
stepped forward with the determination to do the work at hand—to serve others, to build
something lasting, and to make Roswell a better place to live.

As Truman suggested, the greatest accomplishments rarely belong to one person. They
are built quietly by people who care more about contributing than about being
recognized.
